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The Advent wreath is in a circle to show that God’s love is forever, it has no beginning and no end.

Evergreen trees don’t lose their leaves in winter as other trees do. These give us hope and remind us that God’s love is forever. 

The wreath has purple ribbons. Purple is the colour of Advent, reminding us to try to make up for what we have done wrong.

The candles remind us that Jesus is the light of the world.

Three of our candles are purple to represent our sorrow for our failure to love others at times. We realise that we do things that are wrong and need to say sorry.

One candle is pink (or red). This represents our joy and happiness at the coming of Christ. We light this candle on the third Sunday of Advent.

If we include a white candle in our wreath it is placed in the centre and we light this candle on Christmas Day.
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
