GEOGRAPHY


Where does our energy come from?


The children will learn about renewable and non-renewable energy sources, where they come from, and their impact on society, the economy, and the environment.











SCIENCE


Properties and changes of materials





The children will broaden their understanding of material properties by investigating hardness, transparency and conductivity. Also, they will explore how properties influence material uses, study reversible changes like dissolving and changes of state and compare them to irreversible changes like rusting, burning and mixing vinegar with bicarbonate of soda.











ART


Unit: Expressionism





The children will Identify the key features of any style of Expressionist art. Also, they will develop some understanding of what the Fauvism art movement was and how Expressionist artists used colours as symbols for emotion.





D & T


Unit: Developing a recipe 


The children will be learning a simple bolognese recipe and adapting it to improve nutritional content, this unit provides new lessons with teacher and pupil videos to develop the children’s food preparation skills.

Computing systems and networks: Search engines. The children will gain an understanding of how search engines work and develop search skills to find relevant and accurate information online.

Children will create and scan their own QR codes, manipulate real-time data in spreadsheets, and present their findings.
