Numeracy


Number, Place Value, Geometry,


2D shapes. Represent numbers using different objects and drawings. Adding and subtracting within 20. Investigate numbers.

Science – Animals including humans (focus on humans)


The children will understand that different parts of the body have names and will learn to recognise them. To understand that we have five senses -   that humans have a sense of taste, touch, sight, smell and hearing.   Understand and know that all humans are animals and that all animals move. To understand how animals and humans change as they grow. To understand that people are different.

ICT


E-Safety – Children learn about staying safe on the Internet.


The children begin to recognise the parts of a computer and learn how to use a mouse and keyboard effectively. They practise opening, creating and saving their work. They will create pictures using a paint program.

Art – Weather. Learn about how different colours affect and represent our moods. Create sunny and rainy weather pictures.
